Where
possible, delegations led by a Speaker of Parliament and Members entitled to 10-MP delegations will have a total of six
seats (three at desks). Single-member delegations and Observers will have one desk seat.

Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights

Seven members: One member (female or male) for the African Group; two members (at least one male) for the Arab Group;
one member (female) for the Asia-Pacific Group; two members (at least one male) for GRULAC; and one member (female)
for the Twelve Plus Group.

Standing Committee on United Nations Affairs

Seven members: Three members (at least one female) for the Arab Group; one member (female) for the Eurasia Group;
two members (at least one male) for GRULAC; and one member (female or male) for the Twelve Plus Group.
