The next resolution of the Standing Committee: Legislation worldwide to
combat online sexual child exploitation

(a) Confirmation of the co-Rapporteurs

It further decided that a male parliamentarian from Thailand should become the
third co-Rapporteur. The Standing Committee will be invited to confirm the
appointment of Mr. P. Limjareonrat (Thailand) as co-Rapporteur.

(b) Preparatory debate on the next resolution
The preparatory debate provides an opportunity for all Members to express their
opinion on the issues to be included in the resolution. In addition, Members can

submit written input to the resolution up to 14 June 2021.

Members’ contributions will assist the co-Rapporteurs in drafting the resolution,
which will be examined at the 143rd IPU Assembly in November 2021.

Elections to the Bureau of the Standing Committee

The Committee will fill the vacancies on the Bureau based on proposals received
from the geopolitical groups.
