| am pleased to write to you in connection with the 142nd IPU Assembly, namely to
share two revised draft resolutions, as follows:

1. Standing Committee on Peace and International Security
Parliamentary strategies to strengthen peace and security against threats and
conflicts resulting from climate-related disasters and their consequences

2. Standing Committee on Sustainable Development
Mainstreaming digitalization and the circular economy to achieve the SDGs,
particularly responsible consumption and production

Following the consultation process with the IPU membership and taking into
consideration the amendment proposals received by the established deadline of

2 April, the two draft resolutions were discussed and revised in drafting committees on
22 April. The drafting committees were composed of the rapporteurs, representatives
designated by each geopolitical group, and representatives of the Forum of Women
Parliamentarians and the Forum of Young MPs.

As stipulated by the Special Rules of Procedure for the virtual sessions of the
Assembly and Standing Committees (https://www.ipu.org/file/10668/download), |
hereby submit the two revised draft resolutions for adoption through the silence
procedure. In the absence of the receipt by the deadline of 14 May 2021 (15 days
after the dispatch of the present communication) of written objections from one third or
more of Members, these resolutions shall be considered as having been validly
adopted. Reservations and objections shall be reproduced in footnotes appended to
the text of each resolution once adopted.

These resolutions can then be formally endorsed by the two Standing Committees at
their sittings on 17 May (Standing Committee on Peace and International Security)
and 18 May (Standing Committee on Sustainable Development). Members wishing to
explain their position or reflect on how the resolutions may be used in their
parliamentary work will be able to do so during the two respective sittings.
