Many thanks for having taken the time for our 5WCSP virtual briefings on 25 and 26 August.

As promised during our meeting, please find attached the latest updates and information on
several questions raised during our briefings:

Entry Regulations for Austria

- Itis of utmost importance that all delegation members carry their registration
confirmation from IPU with them when travelling to Austria (printed or screenshot
in the mobile). Only with this document, the authorities on the airport can guarantee a
quick and uncomplicated processing, especially in the light of the COVID regulations.

- For all persons who accompany delegations without being registered for the
Conferences at IPU (or who have not been approved), the general COVID rules for
entrance will apply without exceptions, as set out in our fact sheet.

Please find those regulations here and prepare the travel of those persons respectively
to avoid problems at the airport.

+ As communicated in our briefings, as of 1 September, the period of validity for Antigen
and PCR-tests in Vienna has been reduced to 24 and 48 hours respectively (instead of
48 and 72h). In reaction to these changes, we have increased our testing capacities at the
ACV and the Palais Epstein. We have also extended the opening hours of our testing
centre at the ACV and at Palais Epstein on Tuesday 7 September (see in the attached
Public Health Information and online).

+ Of course, it will be possible for delegates to undergo several antigen and/or PCR tests
on site at the ACV or the Palais Epstein anytime during the conference days and the

respective opening hours of the testing services (with the same QR-code from the pre-
registration free of charge). The changes regarding the validity period of the tests have no

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impact and no effect on the rules regarding the entry into the country. In order to avoid
problems when entering Austria, however, please make sure that all delegation members
carry a printed version of the personalized Conference registration when travelling!

Again, we would like to emphasise that all delegations have to pre-register online in
advance for the tests. It is crucial to facilitate the testing procedure and you will need it to
receive your PCR test results directly on your mobile. For this reason, please use the
personal mobile number of each delegation member (meaning one number per
person!) when registering; many delegations did not indicate a number at all or used one
number for several delegation members in their registration — this will cause problems for
receiving their test results. The antigen-test result will be immediately printed out for you
in the testing centres. Please carry your valid test results with you all the time during the
Conference days.

In order to avoid backlogs in the morning of the Conferences, we call upon all delegations
to do the COVID-tests already on the day before their respective start of the
Conferences.

Accompanying persons registered and approved for the Conference, including
particularly partners and spouses of the Speakers, are invited to use the testing centre at
Palais Epstein.

Persons, who are not registered and/or approved at IPU, will not be able to use the
testing services of the Austrian Parliament. However, they are invited to go through a
public testing service of the City of Vienna).

All information is included in the revised version of the Public Health Information
(including the revised opening hours and validity periods for the tests) and, once more,
the COVID-Registration Guide. Please read all of the information carefully!

Guidance through ACV / Familiarisation:

« After having consulted with our security team, we ask for your understanding that it will

not be possible for us to do advance familiarisation tours. It would exceed the
capacities of our organisational and security teams during the last week of our conference
preparation by far.

We can assure you, however, that during the days of the conference, staff of the IPU,
the Parliamentary Administration and our partners will be present in all parts of the
Conference building and will provide support in guiding you through the building and be
there to answer any questions you may have.

Access to the ACV / Map of the ACV:

Please find attached a practical guide with information regarding access to the ACV. For
all delegations arriving by (escorted or unescorted) vehicles, there will be 2 vehicle cards
available, which you need to access the conference area.

A member of your Embassy or your delegation can collect these cards at
Stubenring 8-10, 1010 Vienna from Tuesday, 31 August (p/ease apologise the slight
change in the opening hours) to Friday, 3 September, between 9:00 am and 5:00 pm.
As of Sunday, 5 September, the vehicle cards will be available at the registration
desk at the ACV. A pre-registration for the vehicle cards is not necessary. This
information has been communicated to all embassies already.

Please note that delegations who - on the basis of a risk assessment by our security
authorities - require police escort, are already in contact or will be contacted by our
security authorities.

All delegations are kindly requested to arrive at the Conference building in time.

Particularly those delegations, who have not been able to do the COVID-testing on the day
before the start of the Conferences should calculate a minimum of 30 minutes from the
entry to the building to the plenary hall, including collecting the Conference badges from

registration, security checks and COVID-testing.

On the morning of 7 and 8 September, participants are encouraged to assemble in the
plenary hall as of 9:00 am, so that the Conferences can start on time at 9:30 am. On 6
September, the Women Summit starts at 9:00 am; participants are invited to assemble in
the conference hall as of 8:30 am. Our COVID-test centres at the ACV will be open as of
7:30 am in the morning.

Badge distribution:

+ In order to clarify once more the proceeding regarding the collection of badges, please

note that these can only be collected by delegation secretaries, who will be asked to
check the information for their delegation in the List of Participants, sign for the badges,
before receiving them. Only one person from each delegation should go to the ACV to
collect the badges, in order to respect the social distancing measures in place.

We apologise that, in the briefing for the Embassies, we have given a different
information! Unfortunately, members of the embassies are not entitled to fetch the

FAQ COVID-19 Vaccination

FAQ General Information

All persons who are resident in Austria can also receive a coronavirus
vaccination free of charge in Austria and thus be vaccinated against
COVID-19. This also applies to persons who have no Austrian social
security number. The national COVID-19 vaccination schedule (PDF,
123 KB) (PDF, 123 KB) regulates the order in which all persons willing to
be vaccinated in Austria are vaccinated. The organisation as well as
implementation of the vaccinations is carried out by the Federal States
(Bundeslander). The coronavirus vaccination is voluntary.

Registration for the coronavirus vaccination is via the registration platforms of
the respective Federal States (Bundeslander): Coronavirus Vaccination —

How many partial vaccinations does a coronavirus

vaccination consist of?

The vaccine Comirnaty from the manufacturer BioNTech/Pfizer is administered
according to the product information in two partial vaccinations at an interval of
21 days with a possible interval of (19 to 42 days).

The vaccine Spikevax from the manufacturer Moderna is administered
according to the product information in two partial vaccinations at an interval of
28 days with a possible interval of 21 to 42 days.

The vaccine Vaxzevria from the manufacturer AstraZeneca is administered in
two partial vaccinations; the National Vaccination Committee (NIG)
recommends an interval of four to eight weeks between vaccine doses due to
the current situation in connection with the Delta variant.

Johnson&Johnson (Janssen) is administered as a single vaccination.

How long does the duration of protection of a
coronavirus vaccination last? Are further boosters

needed in the future?

The duration of protection after a coronavirus vaccination is not yet
conclusively known for any approved vaccine, but according to current data,
protection of at least 9 months can be assumed (calculated from the 2nd dose
or, in the case of the vaccine from Johnson&Johnson (Janssen), from the 1st
dose / single dose). For this reason it is not yet known if, or when, boosters will
be necessary. Appropriate recommendations will be made based on the results
of further studies.

Who is protected by the coronavirus vaccination?

According to current scientific knowledge, the coronavirus vaccination provides
so-called individual protection. On a personal level, vaccination means
minimising the risk of contracting SARS-CoV-2 and becoming severely ill or
even dying from COVID-19. If, in exceptional cases, COVID-19 disease occurs
despite vaccination, the course of the disease is much milder and
complications and deaths are avoided.

In addition, data from the use of COVID-19 vaccines indicate that vaccinated
individuals have a lower viral load and significantly reduced viral shedding,
meaning they are less infectious than unvaccinated individuals.

"COVID-19 Vaccinations: Application Recommendations of the National
Vaccination Committee".

Which measures must be observed after a coronavirus

vaccination?

According to the current state of knowledge, the coronavirus vaccination
definitely provides individual protection. There is also increasing evidence from
the use of COVID-19 vaccines that vaccinated individuals have a lower viral
load and reduced viral shedding, and are thus less infectious than
unvaccinated individuals. This effect cannot yet be definitively determined (is
not yet quantifiable), and is also likely to depend on the specific vaccine and
the infecting SARS-CoV-2 variant.

In contrast, individuals who have experienced symptomatic SARS-CoV-2
infection may also become re-infected, but in such cases it is again assumed
that these individuals do not have a significant role in disease transmission.
This was taken into account within the context of contact person management
in cases of contact with a person who tested positive for SARS-CoV-2. If
vaccinated individuals have close contact with an individual who has tested
positive for SARS-CoV-2, these can be considered Category Il contact persons
(from the 22nd day after the first dose until 6 months after the 2nd dose).

The protective measures in force in each case, such as the compulsory
wearing of a face mask and distancing and hygiene regulations, must be
complied with until a sufficient number of people have received a
coronavirus vaccination.

FAQ Vaccinating special groups of persons

The decision on the use of a coronavirus vaccination should always be
made in consultation with the attending doctor while taking into account
the individual risk and disease situation.

Especially in the case of vaccinations of persons with underlying
diseases, an individual decision must be made according to the specific
case. Please consult your attending doctor prior to your vaccination
appointment to discuss issues such as pre-existing or underlying medical
conditions, any medications you are taking, possible risk factors and
other medical issues. Your doctor can also advise you on rare cases in
which a coronavirus vaccine is not recommended.

Is it permitted to get a coronavirus vaccination if |

have allergies?

Individuals with known allergies, e.g. allergies to aeroallergens such as pollen
or house dust, can and should be vaccinated against COVID-19. Any allergies
will be discussed in your clarifying consultation with the attending doctor.
Allergy passports should therefore be brought to the vaccination appointment,
as these contain information on possible allergens. After the coronavirus
vaccination, allergy sufferers are advised to wait at least 30 minutes at the
vaccination site under medical supervision. If an allergic shock (anaphylaxis)
ever occurred after a vaccination in the past, you must tell the doctor before
the coronavirus vaccination.

Should pregnant women get a coronavirus
vaccination?



So far and without exception, no abnormalities have been detected with
experiences in the use of COVID-19 vaccines in pregnant women. Data
specifically on mRNA vaccines has now been published, which is why mRNA
vaccines should be favoured when vaccinating pregnant women. Pregnant
women are at high risk for severe disease progression of COVID-19.
Accordingly, and after a careful individual benefit-risk evaluation, vaccination
against COVID-19 with an mRNA vaccine can be administered to pregnant
women. For the benefit-risk evaluation, reference is made to the current
version of the Recommendations of the Austrian Society of Gynaecology and
Obstetrics. This is an off label use which should be referred to in a
documented manner. Postponing the vaccination to the 2nd or 3rd trimester of
pregnancy as a precautionary measure is indicated to counter theoretical
concerns. A routine pregnancy test is not necessary before vaccination. In the
case of a pregnancy occurring around the period of a vaccination, this

does not result in an indication for abortion. The pregnancy is also not
classified as a risk pregnancy.

Can I get a coronavirus vaccination if 1 have another

concurrent illness (e.g. a flu-like infection)?

Individuals who are ill with an acute infection should only be vaccinated against
COVID-19 when they have completely regained their health and have
recovered.

(02.08.2021, 13:00)
Should I also get a coronavirus vaccination even
though I was already infected with SARS-CoV-2?

According to the original assessment for infection with variants that have
circulated so far, protection was expected for 6-8 months. Due to the current
epidemiological situation with an increasing proportion of delta variants and
possibly new and more infectious variants, the recommendation is adapted as
follows: After a SARS-CoV-2 infection confirmed by laboratory diagnostics
(detection by a PCR test), vaccination is recommended from approx. 4 weeks
following infection or illness (after recovery), in order to also ensure currently
best possible protection against the delta variant. In persons in whom an
infection has been confirmed by PCR or neutralising antibodies against SARS-
CoV-2 (neutralisation tests/corresponding NT correlates), a single vaccination
is sufficient (off label), even if the infection occurred more than 8 months ago.
Immunologically, this is equivalent to a booster. Corresponding studies show
that these persons need only one vaccination to achieve comparable
protection to non-infected, regularly vaccinated persons according to the
regular vaccination schedule.

Regardless of the medical/immunological assessment, two doses may be
required for entry into a country when travelling internationally. In such cases,

a 2nd dose can and should be given for official reasons, which is also in
accordance with the marketing authorisation, and must not be withheld. If
vaccination is administered twice, an increased rate of reactions to vaccination
in convalescents cannot be ruled out.

If a laboratory-confirmed SARS-CoV-2 infection (PCR test) occurs in the
interval between the 1st dose and 2nd dose, the 2nd dose is recommended
from approximately 4 weeks after the infection or illness (following recovery)
(off label).

FAQ Vaccinations for children and adolescents

Will there be a separate vaccine for children?

The vaccines Comirnaty from the company Pfizer/BioNTech and Spikevax from
the company Moderna were approved, after efficacy and safety testing, at the
end of May 2021 and on 23 July 2021 respectively by the European authorities
for use in children aged 12 years and older. Approval studies of both vaccines
in children and adolescents aged 12 years and older have shown the vaccines
to be safe and highly effective in the prevention of symptomatic, laboratory-
confirmed COVID-19 disease in children and adolescents aged 12 years and
older.

In Austria, vaccination is recommended in the 12-15 age group according to
the prioritisation list of the National Vaccination Committee (NIG). Vaccination
is recommended in Austria in the 12-15 age group according to the National
Vaccination Committee (NIG) prioritisation list. This means that high-risk
children for example can and should be immediately vaccinated because they
have a high risk of contracting severe COVID-19. Children and adolescents
aged 12 years and older without high-risk factors should be vaccinated if adults
have had the appropriate vaccination opportunities.

Why should children and adolescents be vaccinated
against COVID-19?

Based on current knowledge, the approved COVID-19 vaccines provide
individual protection. High vaccination participation within the population will
significantly reduce the disease burden, prevent severe cases and deaths, and
reduce the burden on the health care system. After a vaccination, the
likelihood that a vaccinated person will infect others in their circle of friends or
family is significantly reduced. This protects (still) unvaccinated persons and
persons who do not develop an immune response after vaccination from
contracting COVID-19 disease.

Although children and adolescents rarely contract severe COVID-19 compared
to adults, severe courses of the disease such as multisystem inflammatory



syndrome, which often requires treatment in intensive care, have also been
reported in Austria with a frequency of 1:500 to 1:1000 infected children and
adolescents. There is increasing evidence that children and adolescents can
also suffer in the long term from the consequences of COVID-19 disease
("long COVID") following mild and asymptomatic courses of the disease.
Vaccination protects from falling ill and from potentially severe consequences
of the illness. In addition, it must be considered that children may not only
become ill themselves but can also contribute to the general incidence of
infection.

COVID-19 Vaxzevria from AstraZeneca, Spikevax from Moderna and COVID-
19 Vaccine Janssen are not currently approved for persons under 18 years of
age.

(02.08.2021, 13:00)
Is the coronavirus vaccination safe and effective for

children and adolescents?

Yes. Approval studies of the Comirnaty and Spikevax mRNA vaccines in
children and adolescents of 12 years of age and older have shown the
vaccines to be safe and highly effective in the prevention of symptomatic,
laboratory-confirmed COVID-19 disease in children and adolescents from 12
years of age.

As with adults, people in this age group may have expected bodily reactions to
the vaccine after a COVID-19 vaccination, which usually go away on their own
within a few days. Local and systemic reactions in 12 to 15-year olds were
similar to those reported in persons aged 16 years and older: redness,
swelling, a warming of the skin or pain may occur at the injection site (usually
on the upper arm). General complaints such as headache, weariness, fever
etc. may also occur. All of these symptoms indicate the body's normal reaction
to the vaccine, which leads to the protective effect. However, the reactions
described are much less harmful than the symptoms and possible
consequential damages of the disease, which can be prevented by the
vaccination! If exhaustion or fever occur up to three weeks after vaccination,
physical exertion should be avoided. The Committee for Medicinal Products for
Human Use, after examining the application for marketing authorisation,
concluded that the benefit of vaccination also outweighs the risk in this age

group.

The safety and efficacy of vaccination in children and adults will continue to be
closely monitored, not only within the framework of the European
pharmacovigilance system, but also globally. Up to the end of June the vaccine
has been used several million times in this age group in the U.S. and Canada,
and there is also no evidence of safety concerns within this broad use.



Vaccination is therefore recommended in Austria in the 12-15 age group
according to the prioritisation list of the National Vaccination Committee (NIG).

FAQ Reactions to vaccination and side effects

After the coronavirus vaccination, the body may have expected reactions
to the vaccine, which however usually stop by themselves within a few
days. These symptoms indicate the body's normal exposure to the
vaccine, which leads to the protective effect. However, these reactions
are more harmless than the possible symptoms and future
consequences of the disease, which can be prevented by the
vaccination!

If a health-relevant event or permanent health impairment occurs near in
time with a coronavirus vaccination, an application for the recognition of
vaccination damage can be filed. If a correlation is recognised, social
security assistance is available in the form of a one-off payment or
regular benefit payments.

Please monitor your state of health, as you do after other vaccinations or
the taking of medication. If you have any side effects that last more than
three days after the vaccination or are new (e.g. dizziness, severe and
persistent headache, visual disturbances, nausea/vomiting, shortness of
breath, acute pain in the chest, abdomen, arms or legs, swelling of the
legs or small blood spots under the skin), contact your doctor, who
should carry out a medical diagnosis to clarify thromboembolic events
(blood clots)/thrombopenia (reduction of blood platelets). Important
investigations for newly occurring symptoms are:

« Blood count with determination of the platelet count,
« Blood smear, D-dimers and, if necessary, further imaging
diagnostics (e.g. cMRI, ultrasound, CT of the thorax/abdomen).
For the further medical procedure, you can find information in the current
statement of the Society for Thrombosis and Hemostasis Research.

Can the coronavirus vaccination cause vaccination

reactions or side effects?

Yes. Known reactions often occur after the coronavirus vaccination, but they
usually subside on their own within a few days. Pain, redness and swelling
may very frequently occur at the injection site. Symptoms such as tiredness,
headache, muscle or joint pain, swelling of the lymph nodes, nausea/vomiting,

shivering or fever are also experienced very frequently. Very frequent means
that more than one in ten vaccinated persons are affected. The doctor
responsible for you or you yourself can report any suspected adverse reactions
via nebenwirkung.basg.gv.at Further information on reporting suspected

FAQ Effectiveness

The coronavirus vaccination is currently the most effective protection
against COVID-19 and severe COVID-19 disease, which can be fatal in
worst cases. It is to be expected that deaths also occur close in time to
the coronavirus vaccination, but these deaths have nothing to do with the
coronavirus vaccination that was previously administered. Especially
when vaccinating elderly persons or members of high-risk groups who
generally have a higher risk of mortality, it is possible that a death occurs
coincidentally shortly after the coronavirus vaccination, without there
being a causal connection with the vaccination. This requires close
examination on a case-by-case basis before jumping to conclusions
about the effect of the vaccines.

Are the available vaccines sufficiently

effective?Collapse content

Yes. Each approved vaccine is effective, extensively tested, and well suited to
prevent severe courses of disease and deaths. In the discussion about
'‘percentages of protection’, it should be considered that there is no vaccination
that guarantees 100% protection.

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Entry into Austria and pre-travel
clearance

The numbers of infections are going down in many countries, so alongside
the reopening of public life here it is also possible to relax some of the
rules regarding entry into Austria. The cornerstone of the new COVID-19-
Einreiseverordnung 2021 (COVID-19 Entry Regulation 2021) is the focus
on 3 means of verification that you are not infected: for all types of entry
into the country, evidence of a vaccination, a current test, or recovery
from COVID-19 is required. This also includes the EU Digital COVID
Certificates, which contain an EU-compliant QR code. As evidence of
vaccination, all of the vaccines which have been authorised by the EMA or
have successfully passed the evaluation process of the WHO are
recognised. Stricter rules apply to entry from so-called virus variant
regions and states.

The COVID-19-Einreiseverordnung 2021 stipulates three categories:

1. Entry from states and regions with a low epidemiological risk
(Appendix 1): 3 forms of verification, no quarantine

These states and regions are listed in Appendix 1 of the COVID-19-
Einreiseverordnung 2021; they include EU/EEA states as well as third
countries with a low incidence of COVID-19. Every type of entry into the
country is possible from these countries — including tourist travel.

For entry into the country, a current test or evidence of vaccination or
recovery from COVID-19 is required. If you cannot provide such proof, you
need to register using the pre-travel clearance form and to have a test
carried out promptly or at least within 24 hours of entering
Austria. Evidence of vaccination as defined in the entry regulation
can only be provided by a document written in Latin characters issued in
German or English (e.g. a yellow vaccination pass) mentioning full
immunisation with a vaccine which has been authorised by the EMA or
which has completed the WHO’s EUL process (Emergency Use Listing
Procedure). See Appendix Ceceman extfor vaccines. Evidence of recovery
from COVID-19 must take the form of confirmation in German or English
(in Latin characters) from a doctor or a public authority (such as an official
self-isolation order) of having recovered from the infection in the last 180
days. Evidence of neutralising antibodies (an antibody test) is also
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considered to be proof of recovery, but may be no more than 90 days old
at the time of entry into the country.

The following states are currently in Appendix 1: Albania, Andorra,
Armenia, Azerbaijan, Australia, Belgium, Bosnia- and Herzegovina,
Brunei, Bulgaria, Denmark, Germany, Estonia, Finland, France, the Duchy
of Liechtenstein, Greece, Hong Kong, Ireland, Iceland, Israel, Italy, Japan,
Jordan, Canada, Qatar, Kosovo, Croatia, Latvia, Lithuania, Luxembourg,
Macau, Malta, Moldova, Monaco, Montenegro, New Zealand, the
Netherlands, North Macedonia, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Romania, San
Marino, Saudi Arabia, Serbia, Singapore, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain*,
Sweden, Switzerland, South Korea, Taiwan, Thailand, Czech Republic,
Hungary, the Vatican, USA, Vietnam, Cyprus*.

Special provision for entry into Austria by air from certain states or
regions in Appendix 1

From Tuesday 3 August 2021 at 00:00, persons arriving in Austria on
direct flights from Spain or Cyprus are obliged to present a negative
molecular test (PCR) or evidence of vaccination which confirms that they
are fully immunised.

If you cannot provide such proof, you need to register using the pre-travel
clearance form and have a free molecular test carried out immediately at
the airport. If, due to special circumstances, it is not possible to have a
test carried out immediately at the airport, this can be done within 24 hours
in exceptional cases. You do not need to go into quarantine during the
period until the result of the test is available.

The obligation to bring a negative result of a molecular test with you or a
medical certificate confirming such a test does not apply to persons who
have recovered from COVID-19 and can present a medical certificate in
accordance with Appendix H or Appendix I.

2. Entry from virus variant areas and states (Appendix 2): pre-travel
clearance form, molecular test (e.g. PCR) and quarantine

Entry from virus variant areas and states is still highly restricted.
Essentially, only Austrian citizens and persons who have a place of
residence or are normally resident in Austria may enter the country.
However, it is possible to enter for humanitarian reasons or for compelling
reasons in the interests of the Republic. There are also other
exceptions.



For persons entering from a virus variant area, or who have been in such
an area during the last ten days, the following applies as previously: entry
Is only possible with a negative molecular test result (e.g. a PCR test). In
this case, obligatory testing also applies to persons who have been
vaccinated or have recovered from COVID-19. The result of the molecular
test has to be presented to the authorities if a check is carried out. In
addition, a pre-travel clearance form has to be filled in online and a ten-
day period of self-isolation has to be completed. However, quarantine can
be ended earlier by obtaining a new negative molecular test result
(e.g. PCR) on the fifth day after entry (whereby the day of entry counts as
"day zero") or in the case of a positive molecular test result (PCR) by
presenting an additional medical certificate in line with Appendix H or
Appendix I.

The obligation to bring a negative result of a molecular test with you or a
medical certificate confirming such a test does not apply to persons who
have recovered from COVID-19 and can present a medical certificate in
accordance with Appendix H or Appendix I.

The obligation to self-isolate, however, remains.

Appendix 2: Brazil, Eswatini, Lesotho, Malawi, Mozambique, Namibia,
Zimbabwe and Uruguay.

3. Entry from other states and regions: pre-travel clearance form, 3
forms of verification, quarantine, exemptions for persons who have
been vaccinated or have recovered from COVID-19

Entry from other states and regions which are not in either Appendix 1
or Appendix 2 is principally allowed. When entering the country, evidence
of a current test, vaccination or recovery from COVID-19 has to be
provided, and you need to register using the pre-travel clearance
form. Vaccinated persons who present evidence of vaccination or a
medical certificate confirming full immunisation do not have to self-isolate
or register upon entering the country, but persons who only have a test
result or evidence of recovery do have to register using the pre-travel
clearance form and go into quarantine. However, quarantine can be ended
earlier by obtaining a new negative molecular test result from the fifth day
after entry (whereby the day of entry counts as "day zero") or in the case
of a positive molecular test result (PCR) by presenting a medical certificate
in accordance with Appendix H or Appendix I.



The exemptions for commuters remain unchanged but, as previously, do
not apply to entry from virus variant areas and states.

The obligation to self-isolate also applies to minors up to their twelfth
birthday, but is waived when the adult travelling with them is exempt from
guarantine.

It is principally necessary for all persons wishing to enter the country from
states and regions which are not listed in Appendix 1 to complete
an online registration form (pre-travel clearance) before each entry
into Austria. This can be filled in 72 hours before entry at the earliest.
Commuters can use them more than once but have to renew them every
28 days. Obligatory registration via the pre-travel clearance form is not
required for entry from a state or region in Appendix 1 if the person can
present evidence of a test, vaccination or recovery when arriving in the
country. This also applies to commuters from these countries and regions.
This means that persons who have a test carried out after they have
arrived in Austria still have to register in advance online using the pre-
travel clearance form.

The latest amendments to the COVID-19 Entry Regulation 2021 (COVID-
19 Einreiseverordnung 2021) come into effect on Sunday 15 August at
00:00 and Wednesday 18 August at 00:00. The regulation is currently valid
until (inclusive) 30 September 2021.

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PUBLIC HEALTH INFORMATION

The Austrian Parliament, in close cooperation with the Inter-Parliamentary Union (IPU) and the United
Nations (UN), will take all necessary measures to guarantee a safe and comfortable stay in Austria during
the Conferences in September. Therefore, we have included comprehensive security and health approaches
in our planning in order to meet the necessary requirements. Nevertheless, we will need the support of all
participants in our joint endeavour for safe and successful Conferences, including early and reliable
registration, respect for the COVID safety measures in force, including limited size of delegations (1+3 for
unicameral and 2+4 for bicameral parliaments) and the implementation of our regulations as follows.

SUMMARY

GENERAL RULES IN AUSTRIA

Proof of a low epidemiological risk (negative coronavirus test [in Vienna, since 1 September:
antigen test valid for 24 hours, PCR test valid for 48 hours], proof of vaccination or certificate of past
COVID-19 disease in accordance with Austrian regulations) must be presented to access certain
areas of public life, including hotels, restaurants, sightseeing etc.

Face masks are required in certain closed rooms and buildings, public transport and supermarkets.

RULES AT THE CONFERENCE VENUE, SOCIAL EVENTS AND CULTURAL PROGRAMME

Taking a COVID test at the testing services provided by the Austrian Parliament will be
compulsory for everyone in order to get access to the Conferences, social events and the cultural

programme.
Proof of vaccinations, recovery or tests performed at different testing sites will not be accepted.

In order to avoid waiting times and have a smooth start of the Conference, we urgently call upon all
delegations to do the test already on the day before their respective start of the Conference.

The opening hours of our testing services at the Austria Center Vienna (ACV) and at the
representational building of the Austrian Parliament (Palais Epstein) in the city centre will allow a
timely performance of the tests. Accompanying persons participating in the cultural programme or
social events will have to do a COVID test at Palais Epstein.

All participants will be required to pre-register online in advance for the tests..

COVID ENTRY REGULATIONS FOR AUSTRIA

Speakers of Parliament and their registered delegation (1+3 or 2+4) will be permitted to travel to and
enter into Austria for the purpose of the Conferences. Please carry a printed version of your
Conference registration with you when travelling.

For further accompanying persons and if your travel to Austria involves transit through other
countries, we advise contacting your respective embassies in advance to prepare necessary
entry/transit requirements.

We strongly advise all delegations to make a correctly performed and recognised PCR test
before the journey in the interest of public health and security among the international community.

CURRENT PUBLIC HEALTH SITUATION IN AUSTRIA

On 01 July and 22 July 2021, the most recent regulations regarding the coronavirus safety measures came
into force. Austrian gastronomy, service providers, hotels, cultural institutions, cultural and recreational
businesses, sports venues etc. have reopened. Proof of alow epidemiological risk (a negative coronavirus
test, proof of recognised vaccination or a certificate of past COVID-19 disease) must, however, be
presented for access to certain areas of public life, including hotels, restaurants or bars as well as
leisure facilities through a negative coronavirus test, a proof of vaccination or a certificate of past
COVID-19 disease. In Vienna antigen test results will be valid 24 hours; the PCR test result will be
valid 48 hours as of 1 September. Of course, it will be possible to undergo several antigen and PCR tests
on site at the ACV or the Palais Epstein during the Conference days and the respective opening hours of the
testing services (with the same QR-code from the pre-registration).

In addition, it is mandatory to wear a face mask (mouth and nose protection) in public transport and its
stations and other public spaces, including taxis, customer areas at administrative authorities and courts,
customer areas of business premises (e.g. supermarkets), etc.

If you need a COVID test outside of the opening hours of the testing service provided by the Austrian
Parliament (e.g. for your journey back or if you arrive already days before the Conference), please use the
public testing services of the City of Vienna. Please note that those tests will not be accepted to enter the
Conference venue, official reception or cultural programme and that the Austrian Parliament is not
able to assist you further on public testing services.

Please find useful information about the re-opening steps as well as FAQ regarding the coronavirus and other
relevant information on the website of the Austrian Ministry of Health, and be aware that this information
can change due to the development of the pandemic. Of course, we’'ll also keep you updated via email
and the Conference Website of the Austrian Parliament.

COVID SAFETY MEASURES AT THE CONFERENCE VENUE

Since the 13" Summit of Women Speakers of Parliament and the Fifth World Conference of Speakers of
Parliament are the first major parliamentary in-person events since the outbreak of the pandemic, it is our
first priority to ensure the safety and health of every participant. For this reason, we will arrange a testing
service at the Conference venue (ACV) from Sunday, 5 September until Thursday, 9 September as well
as in the city centre (Palais Epstein) from Sunday, 5 September until Wednesday, 8 September.

Taking a COVID test at the testing services provided by the Austrian Parliament will be compulsory
for_everyone in_order to get access to the Conferences, the official reception and the cultural
programme. Proof of vaccinations, recovery or tests performed at different testing sites will not be accepted.
In this way, we aim to minimise risks to the utmost extent.

Tests at our testing sites will include an antigen test (nasal or throat swab) and a PCR test (gargling). The
antigen test will allow for immediate entry into the ACV and is valid 24 hours; the PCR test results are valid
for 48 hours. Of course, it will be possible to undergo several antigen and PCR tests on site at the ACV or
the Palais Epstein during the Conference days and the respective opening hours of the testing services (with
the same QR-code from the pre-registration). All tests will be provided free of charge the aim is to ensure a
safe environment for all delegates. A valid test certificate will also facilitate your stay in Austria, as it
guarantees your access to hotels, restaurants, sightseeing or cultural events (see “Current Public Health
Situation in Austria”).

We assure you that we will do our utmost to make the processes as safe and comfortable as possible, but at
the same time we will need your support to contribute to their smooth running. In particular, in order to
avoid bottlenecks and waiting time in the morning of the main Conference, we urgently call upon all
members of delegations to use the testing facilities already on the day before the start of the
Conference.

If for some delegations it is possible to perform the test only in the morning of the respective Conference,
there will be a priority lanes for Speakers of Parliaments + one member of the delegation in Hall C, in
order to ensure atimely presence of all Speakers in the plenary hall in the morning. Please kindly note
that accompanying persons, who plan to participate in the cultural programme, also need to undergo
COVID tests. Accompanying persons, who do not have access to the ACV, are required to use our
testing site in the city centre (Palais Epstein).

If a test result is positive, our medical staff will immediately take all necessary measures of precaution and
ensure a prompt verification of the test. If the positive result is confirmed, quarantine facilities are available
in the city of Vienna at the Hotel de France and you will receive all necessary support required by our
Conference teams. According to current measures, the duration of quarantine would be 10 days. Please
ensure that your travel insurance also covers costs for a potential COVID-infection, treatment and
guarantine accommodation.

Finally, we ask for your understanding that, according to the regulations in force, face masks are required
whenever moving through the Conference venue.



COVID ENTRY REGULATIONS FOR AUSTRIA

Due to the ongoing pandemic, Austria has entry and travel regulations in force which stipulate certain
restrictions and requirements. However, exceptions to these regulations apply, for example, if there are
compelling reasons for the travel in the interest of the Republic of Austria or if the travel is performed for
professional/business purposes.

As a result, Speakers of Parliaments and their delegations (1+3 or 2+4) who are registered to
participate in the 13" Summit of Women Speakers of Parliament and/or the Fifth World Conference of
Speakers of Parliament will be permitted to travel to and enter into Austria for the purpose of the
Conferences. For further accompanying persons, please contact your respective embassies concerning
travel and entry requirements.

Please note that it will be necessary to explain and prove the reason for your travel to the authorities when
entering the country. We therefore strongly recommend carrying a printed version of the Conference
registration with you when travelling. In order to facilitate the entry procedure, we will communicate the
list of registered delegations to the relevant Austrian authorities in advance and with the agreement of the
participants. You will have received the information about the data protection during the registration itself,
which is processed by the IPU.

If your travel to Austria involves transit through other countries, we advise contacting your respective
embassies in advance to prepare necessary entry/transit requirements. Furthermore, it is advisable to contact
the relevant airlines in advance to be informed about potential boarding requirements.

In the interest of public health and security among the international community, we also strongly
advise delegations to make a correctly performed and recognised PCR test before the journey to
Austria and to carry the negative PCR test result in the German or English language.

In any case, a proof of a low epidemiological risk (a negative coronavirus test, proof of recognised
vaccination or a certificate of past COVID-19 disease) must be presented for access to hotels,
restaurants and other areas of public life in Austria, on the basis of the current regulations. You will,
therefore, need corresponding certifications for your stay in Austria.

World Conference of Speakers of Parliament to meet in
person in Vienna on 7-8 September

Geneva, 27 August. For immediate release

The Fifth World Conference of Speakers of Parliament, the world’s largest gathering
of the highest level of parliamentary representation, will take place in Vienna, Austria
on 7-8 September.

Organized jointly by the IPU and the Austrian Parliament, in cooperation with the
United Nations, this in-person segment of the conference follows a virtual session
held in August 2020.

The conference will be preceded by the Thirteenth Summit of Women Speakers of
Parliament on 6 September and will be followed by the First Global Parliamentary
Summit on Counter-Terrorism on 9 September.

Over 110 Speakers of Parliament from around the world are expected to come to
Vienna for the first physical large-scale inter-parliamentary meeting since the
beginning of the COVID pandemic.

The Austrian authorities have put in place robust and comprehensive health
measures to guarantee a safe conference, including compulsory COVID-19 testing
to access the conference venue, limits to the numbers of delegates, social distancing
and mandatory face-masks.

The two-day conference takes place under the umbrella theme of “Parliamentary
leadership for more effective multilateralism that delivers peace and sustainable
development for the people and the planet.”

The Speakers of Parliament will focus on priorities that require urgent international
parliamentary action including the global response to the pandemic and the post-
COVID recovery, the climate emergency, countering misinformation, youth
participation in politics and gender equality.

The opening of the conference will include remarks from Duarte Pacheco, IPU
President; Wolfgang Sobotka, Speaker of the Austrian National Council; Peter
Raggl, Speaker of the Austrian Federal Council; Tone Wilhelmsen Trgen, Speaker of
the Norwegian Storting (reporting on the outcome of the Summit of Women
Speakers) and Abdulla Shahid, the 76th President of the United Nations General
Assembly.

The Speakers will also hear from youth activists including Xiye Bastida, one of the
lead organizers of the youth climate justice movement.
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The World Conference of Speakers of Parliament takes place every five years. Its
objective is to reinforce the parliamentary dimension of global governance.
