Discussions will also
focus on the power of internal, but also, external collaboration, and the ways in
which they could help accelerate SDGs achievement.

Session 3: COVID-19: A wakeup call to make investment in universal health
coverage and health emergency preparedness a priority

The COVID-19 pandemic is affecting efforts towards universal health coverage
(UHC) in countries worldwide and risks reversing the gains already achieved. In
the IPU report “Parliamentary action on universal health coverage in times of
COVID-19”, parliaments reported disruptions of essential health services; new
barriers for vulnerable and marginalized communities to access the health services
they need; challenges in ensuring health equity, including in countries with
established health systems; and decreased momentum on UHC legislation. In this
context, how can countries make progress towards UHC despite the COVID-19
pandemic? How can parliaments take leadership in going beyond mere political
commitment to UHC to ensure health policies and reforms are backed by the
necessary legal frameworks? How can they advocate for investment in health as
part of comprehensive efforts for social reform despite budgetary constraints?

Session 6: Mobilizing SDGs financing by maximizing existing revenue
streams and budgetary expenditure towards the SDGs

Making the most of limited public resources requires a thoughtful review of a
country’s budgeting practices and regular communication with all relevant
stakeholders. Addressing the shortfall in SDG financing due to the current
economic crisis will require creating new sources of government revenue.
However, the deficit can also be addressed by ensuring existing resources are
made available and used effectively for public benefit. It is essential that
parliamentarians understand the sources of funding available in their countries and
take the time to consider different strategies on how best to prioritize these funds.
This session will explore how parliaments can make use of their oversight tools to
ensure government responsibilities are being upheld and that scarce financial
resources are used to their greatest benefit.
