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The presence of Ministers in the Parliament of the DRC to report on their
management is part of the principle of separation of powers and accountability.
Ministers are accountable to parliament for their actions and decisions.

The sessions in parliament where Ministers are summoned to report on their
management are key moments to ensure transparency, accountability and
democratic control over the government.

Deputies or Senators can ask questions to Ministers, request explanations on the
policies implemented, on public expenditure or other subjects linked to their
ministerial portfolios. These sessions offer parliamentarians the opportunity to
monitor government action, raise citizen concerns and ensure that the interests of
the population are taken into account in government decisions.

In the DRC, the presence of Ministers in parliament is part of parliamentary
control. This concerns control over the government, institutions supporting
democracy, public enterprises, public establishments and services.

On this subject, the Deputies or Senators proceed with the following means of
control :

1) Parliamentary questions :

- Oral questions (with or without debate) ;
- Written question ;

- An issue in the news ;

- Question to the Government.

2) Interpellation: means of parliamentary control allowing a Deputy or a Senator
to ask to justify the government's policy regarding a political act or a specific
situation or general or specific aspects of management

3) The commission of inquiry : its purpose is to collect the most complete
information on specific facts about which parliament is not or is insufficiently
informed and submit its conclusions to the Plenary Assembly.

4) Motion of censure and no confidence (article 147 of the Constitution)

When the National Assembly adopts a motion of censure, the Government is
deemed to have resigned. In this case, the Prime Minister submits the resignation
of the Government to the President of the Republic within twenty-four hours.

When a motion of no confidence against a member of the Government is adopted,
the latter is deemed to have resigned.
